A 20 year programme to regenerate redundant brownfield
waterfront sites. Rochester Riverside, the largest of the sites with
38 ha, is the flagship project with a long river frontage near the
centre of historic Rochester. It lies
between the river and the railway
line. The re-generated site will
provide 2000 new dwellings and
800 new jobs.
REVIT project officers are part of
Medway Renaissance which is
Medway's delivery unit for the
Waterfront Strategy. The work of
Medway Renaissance is funded by
the ODPM's Sustainable
Communitiy Programme. This
programme is based on principles
of high quality design, innovation
and social regeneration. Current
funding is allocated to 2008 based
on a strategic framework up to
2016.

Torfaen County Borough Council has two Area Specific Projects
being developed, namely the redevelopment of Clarence Corner in
Pontypool where there is a need to reclaim land from an ex gas
works as well as re-juvinate this part
of an important market town.

THE BRITISH
The British is a complex Brownfield
site development. It has listed
buildings, monuments, important
habitats for wildlife at the same time
there are dangerous mine workings,
problems with contamination and
the cost of reclamation exceeds the
ability of the private sector to
develop this site.
REVIT Tools have been applied to
this site, using the stakeholder
engagement toolkit as well as the
GIS database system. Sustainability
issues will be tested on this site.

Torfaen is also using GIS technol-
ogy to map all its Brownfield sites to
help with the overall regeneration
potential of the area.
